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Since ancient times, the cases have been known when people suddenly flamed up with a fire which appeared inside of them. The flame temperature in this case reaches 3000°C. People burned down in seconds, leaving just some ash, but the flame didn’t touch the inflammable objects (paper etc.) near them.

There were cases of instant burning down of a person lying in the bed, although sheets and blankets were left intact. In 1986, New-York fireman George Mott completely burnt down in his bed. The bed wasn’t damaged, and matches lying beside the flame didn’t burst.
Here it is very interesting to note, that we investigated the cases of poltergeist when burning of objects occurred (e.g. poltergeist in Kunda and on Videviku street in Tallinn). We discovered that sometimes objects, which are very hard to set in fire, burst and burn down partly or completely. More, it has become clear that burning appears not outside, as if somebody attempted to set a fire to objects, but inside. As far as we know, scientists still cannot find an explanation to this phenomena, although many thousands of people have died in this flame. During cremation, when the body is affected with a fire with temperature near 2000°C during several hours, bones do not burn down completely.

Olga Stephanson was sitting in her car in Dallas, Texas, and suddenly burst into flames and burnt down in few seconds. Some people have tried to help her, but with unsuccessfully. When everything was over, it became clear that the car inside wasn’t damaged at all.





In 1966, John Bentley, retired doctor from Pennsylvania, has become the victim of fire. It made him a pile of ash and damaged the floor beneath him, leaving intact all the room and the half of his right foot.


Absolutely unbelievable case happened in 1899 in Western Yorkshire, England, when John and Sarah Kirbys’ two daughters burst at the same moment, being in different houses a mile apart.
According to American scientists’ investigations, in 1994, more that 17,000 people have died in self-flaming. Some scientists try to connect the fact of bursting into flames with people’s internal state of mind; many of those who died have been in a state of deep stress. Other experts think this explanation to be unsatisfactory and connect the phenomena with victims’ occupation.

It is interesting, that of 17307 people, who died of self-flaming in 1994, 12073 (69%) were plumbers, then 1239 – teachers or elementary school, 908 taxi drivers, 899 computer operators, 786 dentists, 473 clergymen, 345 psychiatrists, 218 policemen and 189 actors. The rest 177 victims had other different occupations.
