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Abstract

According to the author`s observations, in order to cure man`s different illnesses, numerous different efficient medicines have been discovered. 
Still, when some viruses or other microorganisms cause illnesses, the effect of the medicines is short-term or carries little efficiency. These phenomena are justified with the fact that the primary causes of the reproduction of some viruses and microorganisms in tissues, which cause illness, are still unknown [1],[2],[9],[10].
In the opinion of the author such a phenomena may cause a situation that the medicines do not obstruct entering new viruses into the lymph, lymphoid cell nucleus, there the formation of the conditions of life and reproduction, and the reproduction.  

This idea leads me to the opinion, that the presently-used medicines destruct and exterminate viruses and microorganisms which are the causes of illnesses. Alas, these medicines do not enhance the process, where the conditions of these viruses, entering tissues and reproducing there, could fully be obstructed. 

The author is of the opinion that it is necessary to widen research today in order to stop and obstruct the reproduction of the microorganisms, which cause illnesses.
Following the author`s research and observations, carried out to this day [3],[4],[5],[6][7],[8] the extension of the above-mentioned research is feasible theoretically and experimentally.

In the following studies the author`s attention is chiefly directed to inventing the method, which enables to obstruct the reproduction of viruses in lymphatic, including blood cells, on the basis of electric, including magnetic, electromagnetic and radiative principles.

The author hereby presents his own hypothesis, invented by himself. In lymphatic and blood cells, including their tissues, the intensity of the viruses which cause illnesses (on principle, they may be hooked with Hodgkin`s lymphoma [9]) can be in direct dependence on the situation, where the condition of these cells and tissues is characterized by deviation of the normal state of potentiality of electric conductivity (hindrance). 

This anomaly can be caused, on the one hand, by the reciprocal molecular energy of some minerals in these cells and tissues. On the other hand, the anomaly can be caused by the local electric, magnetic, electromagnetic and radiative energy, which affects them as one unified circuit chain, forming a new electromagnetic standing wave, which is based on the principles of interference of electromagnetic waves. This is the final issue, which can have essential effect on the reproduction of viruses and, on the contrary, on blocking their reproduction.      

In conclusion, for that first of all it is necessary to figure out the conditions of viruses` reproduction, movement and life, on the ground of what it is realistic to work out a method how to reduce the conditions of their movement, life and reproduction.     
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
